04/26.2.1 Aquatic Facility, Plant Selection and Scamander Gym Equipment - 
Pauline Jervis 

 
1. So the pool, after the survey we now have 10% that want it so does that mean that 90% 

don’t want or care, it is time to put the pool idea to bed, done and dusted.  Look at all the 
money not only Council will save but also the ratepayers too.  

2. Another way to save money is the flowers that are planted each year around St Helens, plant 
annuals or self seeding plants, more money saved. 

3. Now when all the new street furniture was being given out to St Helens and St Marys, the 
bridesmaid Scamander, missed out again and the real slap in the face is the fact that St 
Helens dog park has gym equipment. You have to be joking, how many dogs pay rates? I 
would like to know who has been in charge of raising the money for Scamander gym 
equipment? For the past five, going into six years, because I for one think they have fallen 
asleep at the wheel. Now we would like dates and times when will Scamander get: 
1. Leg press 
2. Elliptical trainer 
3. Chest press 
4. Aerobic Cycle 
It is not a big ask to be treated as rate payers and not always be the bridesmaid and never 
the bride. 
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REPLY 
1. The full Consultation Report is available on Council’s website and was also included in the 

April Council Agenda. The results do not support the interpretation outlined. Of those who 
participated, 75% supported Council progressing to the next stage — development of a 
Business Case — so that detailed costs, options and impacts can be properly assessed. In 
addition, Council received a petition with more than 1,000 signatures requesting progression 
to a Business Case.  
 
Council’s role is to consider all feedback and make decisions in the broader community 
interest. In this instance, both the survey results and the petition demonstrate clear support 
for undertaking further detailed work before any final decision is made. 
 
Progressing to a Business Case does not commit Council to building a facility — it ensures 
that any future decision is informed, transparent and based on robust evidence. 
 

2. Council undertakes planting within the St Helens streetscape to achieve a balanced and 
visually appealing outcome across the township. The use of annuals forms part of this 
broader planting strategy, with annual species deliberately installed in selected locations to 
deliver specific floral displays during peak visitor periods and key seasonal events. 

3. Thank you for your submission and for outlining your concerns about the distribution of 
street furniture and outdoor gym equipment across the municipality. 
 
We recognise your frustration and understand the perception that Scamander has not 
received the same level of investment as St Helens and St Marys in recent years. Council is 
committed to providing equitable access to community infrastructure based on the relative 
needs of the community when decisions are made; however, the timing and delivery of 
projects are influenced by factors such as available funding, grant opportunities, site 
suitability, and broader strategic priorities. 
 
While there has not been a dedicated program delivering gym equipment in Scamander over 
the past five to six years, this reflects competing priorities rather than a lack of attention. 
Council passed a motion for staff to apply for external grant funding to support the purchase 
and installation of the requested gym equipment. In addition, staff are currently obtaining 
updated quotations. Given Scamander’s coastal location, it is important that any equipment 
installed is of a suitable standard to withstand salt air conditions and provide a durable, long-
term outcome. 
 
Your feedback is appreciated and will continue to inform Council’s planning and future 
investment in Scamander.  
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04/26.2.2 Break O’Day Council Aquatic Facility Feasibility Study - Hanna 
Malecka 

 
1. Given Council currently holds over $20 million in investments, and acknowledging this is 

comparatively strong per capita for a rural LGA, what level of reserves does Council consider 
‘appropriate’ before investing in major community infrastructure such as an aquatic facility? 

2. The feasibility process, survey responses and community petition indicate strong support for 
this project. How is Council weighting demonstrated community need and demand in its 
decision – making, relative to financial consideration? 

REPLY 
1. Council does not hold discretionary or surplus reserves of the nature suggested and the 

appropriate level of reserves will vary based on forthcoming major expenditure items. 
 
As at 31 March 2026, Council held approximately $16.5 million in cash and investments. 
These funds are required to meet our outstanding commitments as well as to support day-
to-day service delivery - together with maintenance and renewal of Council’s infrastructure. 
These balances are not “spare” funds that can be redirected to new projects. They are critical 
to ensuring Council can continue to operate delivering a range of services required by the 
community, meet its obligations, and maintain existing assets. 
 
Council’s Long Term Financial Plan which covers a 10 year period is a key document that 
must be considered when assessing Council’s overall financial position.  This will highlight 
the future cash needs for Council which are not evident when you look at a particular point 
in time. For example, in the 2026-27 year Council needs to spend $1.9 million on a new waste 
handling facility at Scamander, this is not an item which is nice to do but something we must 
do now. 
 

2. Council notes that the petition and survey results indicate community interest in an aquatic 
facility. However, “demonstrated community need” is broader than a group of people 
expressing a want: it requires evidence about likely usage, alternatives, who benefits, and 
critically what the whole community can afford to fund over the long term. 
 
Council must decide in the best interests of the whole municipality (including 
non-participants), because any ongoing subsidy would ultimately be borne by all ratepayers 
or require reductions elsewhere. Council has already published detailed financial modelling 
that sets out these impacts in plain terms (including the What will it cost? per-property 
scenarios). The purpose of progressing to a Stage 2 Business Case and Concept Design is to 
test the remaining unknowns, refine demand and genuine need, confirm costs and risks and 
assess funding pathways so Council and the community can decide whether the project is 
viable and affordable before any commitment is made. 
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Stage 2 is a decision gate: it informs whether Council should proceed further, not a 
commitment to construction. 

04/26.2.3 Break O’Day Aquatic Feasibility Consultation Round 2 - Heather 
Keath 

 
In reference to Agenda Item Number 04/26.17.4 – Break O’Day Aquatic Feasibility – Consultation 
Round 2. 
 
I am representing East Coast Aquatic and Wellbeing Group Inc – and we would like to participate in 
the Consultation Round 2 process so that our committee can have some input and feedback, is this 
possible? 
 
REPLY 
The Round 2 consultation process closed on 27 February 2026.  Prior to the consultation opening, 
Council met with representatives of the East Coast Aquatic and Wellbeing Group to outline how the 
Group could support and be involved in the Round 2 process, including promoting the survey and 
sharing information about the Feasibility Study with members. In addition, the Group is represented 
on Council’s Aquatic Committee, which has been involved throughout the project, including 
endorsement of the Round 2 survey questions. 
 
Round 2 consultation was designed to inform the broader community of the feasibility findings and 
to understand community capacity to pay. As such, it was open to all community members, including 
members of the Group. Survey links and supporting information were provided directly to the Group 
for distribution to its members. 
 
Given these opportunities for involvement, no further consultation activities are proposed at this 
stage. A copy of the Consultation Report is now available on the Break O’Day Council website. 
 

04/26.2.4 Break O’Day Aquatic Facility – Rosina Gallace 
 

1. Given that the Aquatic Pool and Wellbeing survey closed at the end of February, could the 
Council release to the Break O’Day community the results from the survey? 

2. Break O’Day Council routinely funds and maintains community infrastructure such as halls, 
parks, bike trails and sporting facilities that do not generate profit. What criteria is being 
applied that treats an aquatic facility differently and why is it being framed primarily as a 
cost rather than a community service? 

3. The Premier, the Hon Jeremy Rockliff, has publicly indicated that funding is available for 
projects like aquatic facilities. What formal submissions have been taken by the Break O’Day 
Council to secure funding from the State or Federal Governments and in what format are 
these submissions? 

REPLY 
1. As per Council process, the Consultation Report was included in the April Agenda for 

endorsement by the Council. Now that it has been endorsed it has been uploaded to the 
website.

2. Council does not operate to generate profit. All revenue raised is reinvested into delivering 
services and infrastructure that support the needs and wellbeing of our community. Council 
routinely funds and maintains a range of community infrastructure — including halls, parks 
and recreation facilities — recognising their social value and contribution to community 
connection and lifestyle. The key difference in this instance is scale, cost and long-term 
financial impact. 
 
An aquatic facility represents a very significantly higher level of capital investment and 
ongoing operational cost compared to most other community assets. As identified in the 
Feasibility Study, this includes substantial annual operating and renewal costs that must be 
sustainably funded over the long term. It is therefore appropriate that Council clearly 
communicates the financial implications to the community. 
 
By comparison, projects such as the mountain bike trails were supported by detailed 
economic analysis demonstrating a strong return on investment and direct economic benefit 
to the region. This included evidence that the initial capital investment would be offset 
through increased visitation, business activity and local economic growth. 
 
The Round 2 consultation has been framed to ensure the community is fully informed of 
both the benefits and the financial commitment required, so that any future decision is made 
with a clear understanding of the long-term implications. This level of investment requires a 
different level of scrutiny and financial responsibility. 
 

3. While the State Government continues to support community recreation infrastructure 
through programs such as Active Tasmania, there is currently no dedicated funding pathway 
for regional aquatic facilities of this scale. Funding commitments of $10 million or more for 
sport and recreation infrastructure are uncommon and typically require a high level of 
project readiness and co-investment. 
 
Council actively monitors and responds to relevant State and Federal funding opportunities 
and maintains regular engagement with local Members of Parliament to understand 
emerging programs and priorities. At this stage, Council has not submitted a formal funding 
application for an aquatic facility. This is because projects of this scale require a detailed and 
robust business case — including confirmed scope, costs, benefits and funding model - 
before they can be competitively considered by funding bodies. 
 
Council has now resolved to progress this next stage of work. The development of a business 
case and concept design will place Council in a position to prepare and submit formal funding 
applications to both State and Federal Governments when appropriate opportunities arise. 
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04/26.2.5 Scenic Protection Area Overlay – Graeme Wathen 
 
In a 1995 report on Coastal and Marine Management Strategy for the east coast of Tasmania it was 
mentioned that the coast was “a natural jewel in Australia’s coastline”.  
 
In 2022 this council made a number of statements before the Tasmanian Planning Commission at 
public hearings reviewing Council’s Draft Local Provisions Schedule, including: 
“a review of the Scenic Road Corridor overlay and inclusion of a Scenic Protection Area overlay 
would require a comprehensive assessment across the municipality and extensive public 
consultation”. 
 
At that time, the Commission itself observed “there may be significant public interest in the 
overlays”. The Council’s current task to “progress a Scenic Areas Assessment” began three years 
later in November 2025 and is due to be completed by 30 June this year.  However, the General 
Manager has stated: 

• It is not currently proposed to develop an advisory committee 
• Council relies on expertise of qualified staff to draft the briefing document 
• Community and stakeholder consultation will be required 
• A Community Engagement Plan will be developed 

 
So my questions are: 

1. For such an important public interest matter, why are the terms of reference and the project 
brief being prepared without any input from the community? 

2. As the Council is without a Senior Planner will Council be engaging private (non-staff) 
consultants to assist in preparing the project brief? 

3. What form of “community and stakeholder consultation” is proposed and will that 
consultation comprise “extensive public consultation”? 

4. What does a Community Engagement Plan entail? 
 
REPLY 

1. At this stage, Council is in the early scoping phase of the project. The preparation of the 
project brief will be undertaken by Council officers, relying on the qualified advice and 
expertise of planning staff to ensure the scope is technically sound and aligns with the 
statutory planning framework.. That initial scope of work will also be discussed with 
Councillors through workshop processes to help shape and refine the project before it 
progresses further. Community engagement is a key part of this project, however it is most 
effective once there is a clearly defined scope and framework for the community to respond 
to. 
There will be opportunities for community and stakeholder input as the project progresses 
through its next phases, supported by a Council endorsed Community Engagement Plan. 
 

2. The initial project work remains on hold pending the recruitment of a Senior Town Planner 
and the project work is likely to continue into the 2026/2027 financial year. Engagement of 
consultants will be dependent on resourcing and consideration of the scope of work that 
can be undertaken with Council resources and what external consultancy assistance will be 
required. 
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3. The approach to consultation will be set out in a Community Engagement Plan, which has 
not yet been developed. It is expected the consultation strategy will including public 
exhibition, opportunity for written and verbal feedback and targeted engagement with key 
stakeholders. Importantly, the intent is to ensure the community has a clear and genuine 
opportunity to provide input at the appropriate stages of the project, when there is a defined 
scope and material to respond to. 

 
4. The community engagement plan will be informed by Councils Community Engagement 

Strategy and Community Engagement promise which can be found on Council’s website.
